ART IN PUBLIC PLACES

* The Art in Public Places Act signed into law
1986.

* Designates 1% of appropriations exceeding
$100K for new construction or renovation
(excludes infrastructure) are set aside for the
acquisition of works of art.

* 1% of total eligible appropriation is
automatically transferred to AIPP by the
Department of Finance and Administration




IMPACT

* More than 30 million dollars has been
million appropriated for public art projects in

Appropriated New Mexico since 1986.

* More than 3,000 artworks have been
placed in all 33 New Mexico Counties.

* Sites that receive multiple appropriations over
an extended period may consolidate AIPP
funds for a single larger project.

 AIPP funds do not expire or revert

* When capital funds are reauthorized, AIPP
funds stay with the original site, unless the site
will not be built, then the funds become
auxiliary.
